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Abstract

The research on the satisfaction of using teaching technology media for
vocational certificate students aims to study the satisfaction of using teaching
technology media for students of Satuk Vocational College. The sample group used
in the research was 19 students in the vocational certificate program (Vocational
Certificate, V.C.) in the automotive field, semester 1, academic year 2024, by simple
random sampling. The tool used to collect data for the research was a questionnaire
on satisfaction with the teaching of automotive maintenance courses for students in
the vocational certificate program (Vocational Certificate) at Satuk Industrial and
Community Education College. The questionnaire was a rating scale based on a 5-
level Likert scale. The results of the research found that when considering each
aspect, students were satisfied overall at a high level with an average of 4.07. When
considering each aspect, ranked from the highest to the lowest average, it was found
that the media, teaching materials, and equipment had an average of 4.12, followed
by teaching and learning with an average of 4.08, and the curriculum and content
had an average of 4.05, respectively. When considering each item in each aspect, it
was found that the curriculum and content Students are satisfied with the highest
mean as follows: The curriculum and content are consistent with the needs of the
learners. They are very satisfied with the average of 4.13. In terms of teaching and
learning, students are satisfied with the highest mean as follows: Teachers start and
end teaching on time. They are very satisfied with the average of 4.33. In terms of
media and teaching materials, students are satisfied with the highest mean as
follows: The media used for teaching is interesting and consistent with the content.
They are very satisfied with the average of 4.20. In terms of teachers, students are
satisfied with the highest mean as follows: Teachers are determined, responsible, and

attentive to teaching and students. They are very satisfied with the average of 4.32.
