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Abstract

From teaching the subject of civic duty and morality, there is often a problem that
learners see it as an uninteresting subject, causing boredom in learning. And when learning
the content until the end of the semester, learners forget the content that they have
learned. When it is time for the test, learners cannot pass the test. Therefore, this study of
learning development aims to compare the learning achievement in the subject of civic duty
and morality (20000-1501) using the teaching-and-test method of accounting students, 2nd

year vocational certificate level, Satuk Vocational College.

The results of the comparison of the learning achievement of students who studied
using the teaching-and-test method found that students who studied using the teaching-
and-test method had an average learning achievement score after studying higher than the
60 percent criterion, and students who studied using the teaching-and-test method had an
average learning achievement score after studying higher than the 60 percent criterion,
totaling 20 people, or 100 percent, with an average score before studying of 9.92 and an
average score after studying of 17.44, along with an average score after studying of 23.733
Because teaching-and-test allows students to learn more, they must always be prepared,

know their own shortcomings that should be corrected, and create confidence in learning.
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
