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An abstract

This research report aims to study the achievement and satisfaction of English
reading among of 1st Year Vocational Certificate at Satuk Industrial and Community
Education College with collaborative learning strategies to develop students' reading ability
and analyze learners' opinions toward cooperative learning to improve reading ability in
English, so the researcher intended to fulfill more Students' English efficiencies especially
Majoring accounting as well as to develop them have good participation in each other that
is essential when they work in the future. There searcher desired to use cooperative
learning as a strategy to escalate their competences.

Regarding cooperative learning, it is the strategy of learning as a group composing
of different abilities in learning - high, medium, and low-; there are about 4-6 members in
one group. They will learn and even help together when facing some problems in the
lessons. The achievement of learning depends on participation of the members.

The purpose of this research is to use cooperative learning to develop 1st
Students Majoring Power of 1st Year Vocational Certificate at Satuk Industrial and
Community Education College. The respondents of this study were 16 students in 1st year
who students Majoring Power of 1st Year Vocational Certificate at Satuk Industrial and
Community Education College. They were divided into 3 groups; each group consisted of
5 - 6 students with one high, three average, and two low level. The researcher presented
the reading technique in 10 units by applying cooperative learning. The students were
assessed both the tasks of groups and individual tests. The tasks of the groups were done
while studying in each week and the individual tests were evaluated at the 5th ,10th and
14th week. The total weeks for the study were 16. The instruments used were the
achievement test for arranging groups, the texts with questions for interpretation, the
individual tests and the attitude questionnaire. The data was analyzed quantitatively
through the use of Mean and Percentage.

The outcomes of this research disclosed that cooperative learning can accelerate
higher reading English capacity in the areas of finding the main idea, learning new
vocabulary effectively, developing the way of interpretation properly and having correct
conclusion.

Ideally, the researcher believes that those bottom-lines of the findings can be
one of the strategies to produce academic excellence for students in accordance with the
