Instructors should have to adjust their own teaching style. with lesson plans
as well as lessons and other teaching materials to be consistent with the
learning style of as many students as possible This recommendation is rooted
in a number of studies, such as Cheng and Banya (1998) and Freeman and
Richards (1993), that indicate that attempts to respond to learners' learning
style by choosing a style in Appropriate teaching, teaching methods and
teaching and learning planning In addition, the teacher should give students
the opportunity to use the learning style that the learner likes or has the
most aptitude for. In order to motivate students to try to learn as best as
possible, this is due to the belief that “Learners learn best when they do
what they want to do” (Nair-Venugopal, 1992, p. 67). Learners have a learning
style. Learning by acting in different situations is an important pattern.
Instructors should consider that in their teaching and learning management.
Learners have the opportunity to do activities that cause learning from real
experience (experiential learning) or learning arising from total physical
involvement in learning how to behave in different situations and to organize
teaching and learning activities so that learners have the opportunity to use
the learning style that they are good at as appropriate; In group learning, it is
a great opportunity for teachers to organize more group activities in their
teaching. This is because group work gives learners the opportunity to use the

targeted knowledge in a broader range of applications. both in social and



interpersonal functions (Pica, 1994), which is critical for success in studying

commercial Health Safety and Environment.
